I suspect there is one that all of us al-

ways have before us, but let us resolve, 

together, to allow God to make this one 

truer than ever in 2016!  Philippians 

2:5 ñLet this mind be in you, which 

was also in Christ Jesusò (KJV).   

     I want to thank Pastor Woody Whitt 

for stimulating my thinking on this 

verse during his message to our Minis-

tersô Conference in December.  Iôm not 

reiterating his points, but I want to 

make an Associational application.   

     More literally, the verse is ï ñKeep 

on thinking this in you, which was also 

in Christ Jesus.ò  Paulôs admonition is 
for us to think the way Jesus did.  

Thinking drives behavior.  All of our 

actions and all of our activities are the 

result of the way we think about what 

we believe.  You may recall the popu-

lar question from a few years ago: 

WWJD? -- What would Jesus do?  

Well ï what Jesus did was based on 

what Jesus thought.  If we want to do 

what Jesus did the way Jesus did it, we 

will have to think the way Jesus 
thought. 

     This is how Paul said Jesus thought 

(Phil 2:1-11).  Jesus emptied himself 

and became a servant.  Jesus humbled 

himself and was obedient, even unto 

death.  All that Jesus did, He did unto 

the Glory of the Father.  Therefore 

(verses 3&4):  We should count others 

as more significant than ourselves; and 

look out not only for our own interests 

but also for the interests of others.  If 
we think the way Jesus thought and act 

the way Jesus acted, we will be hum-

ble, cooperative, and active for the 
Glory of God.   

     Jesus said (Luke 4) His purpose, 

His anointing from the Spirit, was to 

proclaim the good news of the King-

dom of God, to proclaim good news to 

the poor, to proclaim freedom for pris-

oners, to proclaim recovery of sight to 

the blind, and to set free the oppressed.  

All of which He did ï humbly and obe-

diently ï and He taught His disciples to 

work together in doing the same.   

     Maybe in our own church we have a 

good many members.  Maybe we are 

able to take care of ourselves pretty 

well.  Maybe we donôt really need the 

Association to do anything for us, but ï 

let us look not only to our own inter-

ests.  With nearly 90% of the New Riv-

er Mission Field unchurched, and near-

ly a third of our churches with less than 

100 members, just maybe itôs going to 

take all of us working together to pro-
claim the Good News to the lost, the 

hurting, and the oppressed.  Just maybe 

itôs going to take all of us -- and many 

new churches as well ï thinking the 

way Jesus thought -- to do the Will of 

the Father, unto His Glory!  

     Sounds like a great new yearôs reso-

lution!  For us as individuals in our 

churches ï and for us as churches in 

our Association.  Amen?  Amen.  

     Pray today for your brothers and 

sisters in the churches of the NRBA!
